DOROTA SADOVSKA neustéle vyviji a reflektuje aktualni formy uméni. Zkouma 3
instalaéni moZnosti zavésného obrazu, kresby a digitdlni fotografie. V€domé se svym

dilem expanduje do prostoru. Vystava pro Altdn Klamovka predstavuje nejnove;jsi
cyklus s ndzvem Zranénd platna, ktery je vytvoren jako site-specific objekt s uzitou
technikou cut paper avSak na platno. Autorka pracuje s minimalizovanymi vyrazovy-
mi prostiedky a oCisténym lidskym t€lem bez nanosi, které mu civilizace podsouva,
a to v kontextu souc¢asné mimetické krize na pozadi vyvoje postkonceptudlni kresby
a tekutosti doby, kterd rozmyva hranice mezi jednotlivymi vytvarnymi technikami.
Autorka vyuZiva prostorové moznostmi rimu a napnutého platna, které je nafezava-
no a zranovdno kresebnymi liniemi. Jedine¢nost téchto linii ve svém celku vytvari
otisk civilizace. Mtizeme zde rozpoznat v gestech starsi rukopis Sadovské s odkazy
na malby postav svatych, avSak zde je uZit s vétSim citem pro prostor. UZitim jasné
Zluté podkladové barvy si autorka hraje s principem prosvitani a vede tak kresebné
linie z plochy do prostoru. Vysledna malifskd platna sloZena do objektu ve velikosti
lidské postavy vizudln€ vtahuji divdka do zdjmu si je podrobné prohlédnout. V detai-
lu pak poodkryvaji univerzdlni, ale hluboka lidska gesta, a to formou pfesné vedené
anatomické kresby figury. Platna soucasné pracuji se socharskou technikou reliéfu
¢i formou trojrozmérného objektu. Pravé ona variabilita uchopeni malby, sochy ¢i
kresby je zde zkoumadna s reflexi na soucasnou mimetickou hru, kterou kazdodenné
zazivame pfi zaplavé obrazovych informacfi jak ve vefejném prostoru, tak interneto-
vém plo$ném prostoru ohrani¢eném ramem nasich mobilu ¢i laptopi, ktery ndm vSak

mnohdy pfedklada klamlivou realitu lidského téla.

Dorota Sadovska je etablovanou slovenskou umélkyni stfedni generace. Vystudovala
VSVU v Bratislavé a Ecole Nationale des Beaux Arts v Dijonu ve Francii. Jeji tvorba
se volné pohybuje mezi médii malby, kresby, fotografie, performance a interakce
s divaky. Predevs$im je malitkou, kterd védomé pracuje s respektem k malbé v kon-
textu historie uméni. Doménou autorky se stalo lidské télo, které chdpe z dvojiho
dhlu, jako hmotu, ale také jako nositele gesta a emoce. Dal$i rovinou intepretace

jejiho dila je hra s perspektivou a netradi¢nim thlem zobrazeni.

DOROTA SADOVSKA constantly develops and reflects current forms of art. She
examines the installation possibilities of a hanging painting, drawing and digital pho-
tograph. Her artwork consciously expands into space. The exhibition for the Altan
Klamovka Gallery presents her latest series entitled Wounded Canvases, which is
created as a site-specific object using the cut paper technique on canvas. The artist
works with minimized means of expression and the human body purged of layers
foisted on it by our civilization; all this in the context of the current mimetic crisis
against the backdrop of the development of post-conceptual drawing and the liquid
times that blur the line between individual art techniques. The artist exploits the spa-
tial possibilities of a frame and a stretched canvas that is cut into and wounded by
the drawing lines. In its entirety, the uniqueness of these lines creates an imprint of
our civilization. In the gestures, we can recognize Sadovska’s older artwork with
references to the paintings of the saints but with a greater sense of space. Using
a bright yellow base color, the artist exploits the principle of translucency and takes
the drawing lines from the surface into space. The resulting canvases, folded into an
object in the size of a human figure, visually make the viewer to closely examine
them. In detail, they reveal universal, yet deeply human gestures, in the form of the
precise anatomical drawing of the figure. She also uses the sculptural technique of
a relief and three-dimensional objects. It is this variability of painting, sculpture or
drawing that the artist examines, while reflecting on the contemporary mimetic game
that we all experience every day in the flood of images both in a public space and in
an Internet space in our mobile phones or laptops, which often presents us with
a misleading reality of the human body.

Dorota Sadovska is a well-established Slovak artist of the middle generation. She
graduated from the Academy of Fine Arts and Design in Bratislava and the Ecole
Nationale des Beaux Arts in Dijon, France. Her artwork freely moves between the
media of painting, drawing, photograph, performance and interaction with viewers.
Above all, she is a painter who consciously works with respect for painting in the
context of art history. She focuses on the human body that she sees from two angles,
as a substance and as a bearer of gestures and emotions. Playing with the perspective
and an unusual angle of portrayal is another level of interpretation of her artwork.

Starting in 2020, the curatorial intention of the Altdn Klamovka Gallery is to concen-
trate on current topics in art, such as art sustainability and intergenerational dialogues
of new and middle generations. Therefore, there will be only five longer exhibitions
with a more sophisticated system of documentation — high-quality photo documenta-
tion and video interviews with artists. The Altdn Klamovka Gallery will also focus on

presenting foreign authors and on deepening cooperation with them.
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
